En efecto, tras ln etapa visigoda Zamora o Semmure, comio se cres pudo ss1su nombre onginal,
foe objeto de mumeTcsas ncursionss musalmanss duraote cas cien afics, hasta que en ol siglo
X, libre ya de asedios se comviente en un punio estratégico ded reino de Ladn v sede de 1a Corte,
Comicnza ¢l caplendor de esta ciwdad, uno de los bastiones cristianos de la lines defensiva del
Duero, inexpugnable con sus tres recintos anmuralladoa, v de cuyos scontecimicnios histdricos
el Romanceng recoge la narraciin sobre el Cene de Zamara.

De ede apagges de la cludsd sedieval gueda la gran dessldad de iglesias rombnleas que
alesora Lamara, presidida par &l magaifico templo de la catedral ¥ su singulassima cipula,
domde el estilo rominico francés se mezcla con las influencins morirabes ¥ purtaalmente
del Al-Andalus condobés, El resultado de esta gran obra desata una fishoe constructiva lena
de influencins en la ciudad, que llega a las postnimerias del romanico que ya apunta sus Acos
hacip armiba, anunciando ¢l gotico que lega.

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THE ROMARIG GITY

Ewery city has a river in which it may contermplate iself and Zarmora iz no evception. High
above the Duero River banks it has risen since its mprecise founding as a fortified settlement
in the Bronzs Ape: the srchasslpgical remaing guardesd i the city mussum’s reasure chest
hint at this unclear inception,

Daverse peoples and cultures have overlapped themselves over time in this enclave where
the Romans, according to some soarces, placed one of their mansions, Oeellum Durd, right
on the Silver Route which united Mérida and Astorga, This place is well-defined not only by
the river but also by the very topography upon which its famous rampents have camed it the
ttle of “the well-walled ™,

Indeed, after the Visigoth e, Zamom o Semure, as is belisved o be the cniginal name, fell
prey to many Mualim incorsions. for neardy 8 hundred years until, in the 10th centry, finally
free from sieges, it became o strategic outpost of the kingdom of Ledn and the seat of the
Court.

The splendous of the ety commencad: one of the bastions ol Christianity on the defensie
lime of fhe Dheero banks, unassailable due to its three curtain walls, and whose historic events
are related in the Romance “the Sicge of Zamara™.

This apex of fume m medieval times bestowed wpon the city its most precious treasure: the
great density of Romanssque churches presided by the magnificent Cathedral and its most
singular dome, where the French Romanesque style blends with Mozarabic and a sprinkling
of Cordobés Al-Andahes influences, This inspinng work unleashed a veritable construction
fever fioll of varions influesces throughout thie city, reaching into fhe final gtapes of Romsmes-
que where the arches began to raise upwards in the middle announcing the beginmings of the
(Gothic era which was to come. The epoch was so intense that fhe city, choked with its
enormous concenlration of churches, turmed o clvil architecture, with interessting examples
of (rothic and Renaissance palaces: a splendour that it would ot see again uotil the late 19th
and early 20th centories.

Finée Prosdioets in Damora's Culinary At

The culsine of this land feeds on products with numerous stamps of quality, in a province which,
from iis inception, has specialized in the sechor of food agriculiure. Zamore cheese, legumes
fohickpeds from Fuenfesauco and jeatis from Tiera de Campos), wid musthrooms, Aliste and
Sayago veal, amb, Banavents peppars, cursd savsage, .. atc. And the bread, of course, from graat
graing, and the fll-bodled wines of Tam, Therra de Vine, Amibes def Duerp and Valles de Benavenie:
four saparate wine-making regions in such a small territory. These ingredients and many mone
consfitute fhe basis for & traditional yet modem kitchen which dares fo combine disfinct flavours and
establishes the rooks of ks deshes in local products.

CASTLE AND WALLS OF ZAMORA

The castie represents the comersione of the defenshve structures of the city, Both the bullding and
its adjining gardens underwent archaeological digs in 2009 which Brought fo light numerous
previpusly unkngwn remaing, The most nokable epoch of the castle took place in the Middia Apes and
it maintained s original purpose until the Carlist War and was then renovated by the Bourbons and
during the War of Indapendence. Tha fioor plan takes the shapa of a rhombold and consfitutes a
splendid scenic overook of the Cathedral, the River Duero and the Fleld of Truth where legend has i
the contest bebaeen the Zamora knights and the Castilian nobles took place after the death of King
Sancha |l during the siege of the city his sister Dofia Urraca reigned over.

From the castlie, installed in the veris of the finst enclosure, the wall grows oubwand and was
axtended on three occasions fram the 11th cantury to the 148 cartury o compilete the three separa-
te curtain walls, each of which represents & historic era.

Some Aemarkable Anmanesgue Churches:

The mast Enportant monument of Zamora, concaived
by Bamarto, Cluniac monk of French origins, anound 1139 and under the prolection of King AHons
the 7th. The dome constitutes the most characteristic element of the cathedral and one of the most
amazing creafions of Spanish medieval art. its Interior, austens In decoration in accordance with the
Cistern doctrine, rises above a Latin cross base with three naves spaced in four squars sactions with
groin vawhts in the central nawve.

The cathedral's museum houses one of the best collections in Europe of Flemish tapestries from the
15th to the 17t canbury.

= QA TASAR LOBO MUSELIM
Baltzzar Lobo (Cerecinos de Campos
1910 - Paris 1583), Is a verltable
rgferance of contemporary agulplure.
Exlled after the Civil War, he Sormed
part of the “School of Paris™, together
with renowned artists wha lived there
in the middie of the lasl century, The
museum displays a relevant collection
of his work, sponsored by the Baltasar
Lokt Foundafion craated in the city in
homage fo the Zamoran artist and o
promole and dissaminals his worke
The museum, locaied in the Casa de
lns Gigantes, Includess aver fifty works
created throughout his lile, together
with drawings, photographs and iools
of the arfist. Various bronzes of e S o
artist can be sean in the Castle gardans and around the city.

= CATHEDRAL MUSELM

Apart from a series of high quality metalwork, paintings and sculptures, the (Hitle museum contairs a
magnificent colaction of tapastries from the 15th io the 17t century which were donaled ko Zamara
by the Count of Alka y Aliste in 1608. The tapestries with motifs of the Trojan War, the Hissory of
Harmibal and thoss dedicated to this Arts and Science wene wawen in the workshops af Toumail and
Brussels and compose one of tha best conparved collections of any cathedral,

» ECCLESIASTIC MUSELM

Insugurated in July 2012, It Is located In the Romanesque church of Santo Tomé. Many noteworthy
works of Christian art from prestigious artists ke Gil de Ronza, Gregorio Femdndez, Ruiz de Zumita
and Disgo de Quiris among others can be admired in this exhibit.

* HOLY WEEK MUSELM
The musaism was craated by the brotharhoods of Semana Santa of Zamora and dhibits the main
aculptures of the Passion of Christ cragted by sculpiors like Ramin Abvarez, Mariano Benliiure and
Rulz de Zumeta among others. Oher ritual ohjects retated to Zamaora’s Holy Week can also be admined
such as processional crosses, incense bowts, the robes of different brotherhoods, bells, ete.
= LAS ACERAS DE OLIMARES
The Mills of Olivares wene the first industry of our city in the 10th century, The word “acefis™ comes
froan the Arabic word "as-saniya” which means *that which raises”™ in reference fo the Vitruvian
water wheals which put the grinding stones o work.

They are the oldest in the city and befonged to the canonry of the cathedral, In 1995 they wene
reconstrucied using traditional techniques and house thres distingt invertions: a fulling hammer used
1o work with wool cioth; a flowr mél and & drop hammer.

= INTERPRETATION CENTER OF MEDIEVAL CITIES
This exhibit is designed to axplain the history of European cities in the Middie Ages, in particutar
Zamora. It alsa has 8 scenic overiook of the Duero River and the oid town
